Practically all of Gove’s announcements since the election in May have threatened the quality of education and support for children in our schools.  
Over the next four years he wants to see a 25% cut in education spending.  For now this won’t involve funding directly to schools but a major part of it will be achieved by the ruthless decision to halt the school rebuilding programme in hundreds of schools including 20 in Leeds. More will be achieved by likely attacks on our 

pension rights and a two-year pay freeze from September 2011.

A further threat to education comes from the academies and free schools programme.  If the numbers of schools leaving local authorities is anything like Gove hopes the support available to all schools and children will suffer immensely.
But none of this is inevitable. Having promised hundreds of new academies by Sept there will be none at all in Leeds and possible none anywhere. We think many Heads and governors in schools attracted by the academy idea have decided to ‘beware of geeks bearing gifts’.

If you spend your summer in France, Spain or Greece ask the locals for tips on how we might resist threats to our pensions and other conditions together.  They have some useful ideas which we may need to borrow. 
Above all though enjoy your well-earned summer holiday and when you get back remember that when under attack.
