PERSONAL PROPERTY INSURANCE

Personal property belonging to members of the National Union of Teachers, or pupil’s personal property entrusted to them, is automatically insured under a collective policy taken out by the Union against loss or damage by fire or theft or malicious act whilst on the school premises.

The cover provides:
The policy provides cover up to (a) £130 on personal property (cash limit £100) belonging to members or for which they are legally responsible.   The policy also includes cover for accidental damage to spectacles on school premises.

Special Conditions

1
The first £15 of any one claim is excluded from the cover provided.

2
There is a special stipulation in respect of cash left on school premises out of school hours.  Claims in this category cannot be admitted unless the cash is secured in a locked receptacle.  For this purpose, a locked receptacle is a safe locked drawer, cupboard or desk.  The dinner break is regarded as out of school hours and cash must be in a locked receptacle for this period.

3
School premises include outbuildings but not any garden, yard or open space.

4
The cover under this policy includes the personal effects of teachers when on school visits, journeys or outings where damaged by the perils insured under this policy.  For the purpose of the visit, journey or outing, the premises visited will be deemed to be the designated educational establishment.

5
The cover under this policy does not include loss or damage of property from any car, minibus or other vehicle used for school transport during school visits, journeys or outings.

6
The policy does not cover liability in respect of property or cash insured by the local education authority or by the governors of the school.

7
The cover does not apply to medals, coins (collectors’ pieces), precious stones, curiosities, sculptures, manuscripts, rare books, plans, patterns, models, moulds, designs, deeds, bonds, bills of exchange, promissory notes, securities for money, credit cards, cash cards, stamps, business books or documents, motor vehicles and accessories, livestock, travel tickets or replacement locks.

8
It is a condition of  the policy that the police be notified immediately in all cases of theft which are the subject of a claim.

Spectacles

Cover for accidental damage to spectacles on school premises up to the sum insured of 
£130 (excess £15).  This cover is subject to two conditions, set out below:-

(a)
A claimant must report the damage of the item to his/her school and must provide a letter from the school confirming that the damage occurred on school premises.  For this purpose, school premises include any outing, journey or school visit.

(b)
A claimant must provide a note from the optician confirming that the repair or replacement was that required to restore the position to that which pertained prior to the damage being incurred.

How to claim
